The parties may use their own marketing channels or
consider options involving use of third party marketing channels, as well as consortia in which
one or both of the parties is a member.

g)Intellectual property developed by MSU personnel and/or using MSU facilities will be assigned

to MSU.
Before these activities can be implemented, both parties shall discuss the problems involved to the
satisfaction of each party and enter into specific activity agreements based on the mutually agreed
objectives and outcomes of the relationship.

2. This General Agreement shall be applicable to educational and research organizations attached to each
party.

3. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties, and all prior discussions,
agreements, and understandings, whether verbal or in writing, is merged in this agreement.
