MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT
Between
The Central Institute of Plastics Engineering & Technology (CIPET), India
and
The Department of Materials Science and Engineering

and Center for the Study of Polymer Systems
The Pennsylvania State University

I. Central Institute of Plastics Engineering & Technology and the Department of Materials Science and
Engineering at the Pennsylvania State University shall cooperate in fields of education and research to
be agreed upon. Cooperation in other areas may be arranged by mutual agreement.

2. Within the fields to be mutually designated, both institutions agree to the following general forms of
cooperation:

Joint research activities and publications.

Exchange of invitations to research scholars/faculty for lectures, talks and sharing of
experience.

Exchange of invitations to research scholars/faculty to participate in conferences, colloquia and
symposia.

Exchange of information in fields of interest to both institutions.

Exchange of faculty / research staff members and students for study and research.

3. This agreement is not to be considered as a contract creating legal and financial relationships between
the parties. Rather, it is intended to develop and facilitate mutually beneficial joint research activities and
exchange of research scholars, faculty, students, and information.

4. Personnel exchanges shall be developed on an individual basis and the specific terms of each exchange
shall be negotiated by the parties.

5. Research Staff, Faculty and Student Exchanges shall adhere to the following provisions:



¢) Student Fees/Benefits at Host Institution

i.  Students will be responsible for paying travel, housing expenses, meal costs, and
miscellaneous fees, such as special course fees, key deposits, books, etc.
ii.  The host institution will assist students to make arrangements for accommodation in
advance and upon request.
iii.  The host institution will provide a general orientation for incoming students.

d) Insurance

Each participant will provide his or her own health and accident insurance as well as other necessary
insurance at the host institution. Proof of adequate insurance coverage must be provided to the
parties.

e) Eligibility

It is understood that both institutions will strive to designate only well-qualified individuals for
participation in the program and that academic backgrounds as well as letters of recommendation will
be provided to the host institution. As appropriate, students must meet foreign language proficiency
requirements. Each home institution is responsible for recruitment, selection, and pre-program
orientation of participants.

1) Academic Status

Students will remain enrolled as regular degree candidates at the home institution and will not be
enrolled as candidates for degrees at the host institution. Credits toward the student’s degree are to be
awarded by the home institution. Students enrolled in the host institution will be subject to the same
rules and regulations as local students. The host institution will provide the home institution with a
final transcript describing the student’s academic performance.

g) Primary Goals

The primary goal of the exchange is for research staff, faculty or students to participate in project
work as defined by the host institution after consultation with the participant’s home institution. For
students, the research program is designed to satisfy the student’s requirements for an internship or
research intensive activity.

6. Exchange Coordinator

Each party to the agreement will appoint an officer or officers who will be responsible for the
coordination and administration of all aspects of the exchange including the counseling of the exchange

participants.
