The purpose of this agreement is to provide an instrument that will outline the potential mutual
responsibilities of the University of Massachusetts Lowell, USA (UMass Lowell) and Central Institute
for Plastics Engineering and Technology (CIPET), Chennai, India in an association that is seen as
mutually beneficial to both institutions. By means of this association it is believed that several key areas
of research and student learning at both institutions will be enhanced by a collaborative exchange of
ideas, infrastructure and resources.

Article I: Principle of Collaboration
UMass Lowell and CIPET agree to develop their academic links under the principle of mutual
understanding, mutual benefits, common interests, and mutually complementary activities.

Article II: Aim of Collaboration
(1) To encourage visits by faculty for the purpose of engaging in research and
educational activities,
(2) To support the exchange of undergraduate, graduate and doctoral students,
(3) To promote links in teaching, research and cultural activities,
(4) To provide opportunities for research,
(5) To foster the exchange of academic publications and scholarly information,
(6) To develop joint research activities,
(7) To share experiences and expertise concerning university administration and management,
(8) To promote academic activities with enhance the above mentioned goals.

Article V: Duration and Termination of the Agreement

institutions agree that all continuing obligation to students, faculty, staff, funding bodies or other
entities are met in full subsequent to notice of termination.
