Memorandum of Understanding
Between the

University of Guelph, Canada
and the

Central Institute of Plastic Engineering and Technology,
Department of Chemicals and Petrochemicals, Ministry of
Chemicals and Fertilizers, Govt. of India
The University of Guelph and the Central Institute of Plastic Engineering and Technology (CIPET),
Govt. of India hereby agree to investigate the establishment of a program of cooperation in order to

strengthen the friendship between the people of the two countries and to promote the advancement of
scholarship and learning.

Contingent upon available resources, both institutions agree to investigate the following:

| Exchange visits of academic personnel/staft between the two institutions.
2. Joint research activities and funding for those activities.

As well, both institutions agree to exchange academic calendars and related material.

Collaboration will not be restricted to narrowly defined areas but will be open to all areas of the
participating universities.

Both universities agree to appoint a coordinator to facilitate and be responsible for
communication between both universities. Each coordinator will file an annual report on the
activities carried out under this Memorandum of Understanding.

It is the intent of both universities that, during the life of this Memorandum of Understanding,
sufficient interest and activity may be identified to lead to a more extensive and detailed plan of
work which would be the subject of a Letter of Agreement.

This Memorandum of Understanding will become effective once signed by both universities and
remain valid for one year to allow for planning to take place leading to a Letter of Agreement. It
will be extended automatically for a second year if progress is being made toward the Letter of
Agreement.
